Topics discussed at this meeting

Jim, AB4YP stated that commercial radios are going to 12.5khz channel spacing and later will be going to 6.25khz channel spacing.

Jim Freeman KF4WOA is currently using simplex on 220mhz for communications for the special events of Civil War Enactments.  He is requesting a national coordinated frequency allocation for a mobile 10 watt 220 mhz repeater that can be used across the nation.  Jim is requesting information on obtaining a nationally 220mhz repeater frequency that the mobile repeaters can use and that the frequency is not coordinated for any local repeater.

Dave, W8AJR, suggested that Jim use the SNP for the 220mhz band which is 223.8mhz 

The problem with getting a frequency coordinated in multiple areas is the frequency may only be used for 5 days per year.

It was suggested that T-MARC and Jim check with other coordinating bodies to see how they will handle this request.

Gary, WA9ZZZ, requested information on what bands have no space left.  

W3ICF stated that 145.700 is currently being used for D-Star testing of Hot Spot Standalone systems.
